This month I thought that I 

would focus my monthly ram-

bling on gasoline. The follow-

ing definition is from Wikipe-

dia: ñGasoline is a petroleum-

derived liquid mixture which 

is primarily used as a fuel in 

internal combustion engines.ò   

Hmmm; doesnôt sound too 

exciting or significant, right??  Well, as we all know it 

is vitally important!  Gasoline availability and afford-

ability is crucial to our day to day lives as well as the 

continued enjoyment of our automobile hobby.   

 

In many of our older cars the need for premium gaso-

line is essential to their optimum running efficiency.  

Many of our antiques were even recommended to 

burn a much higher octane, leaded (long gone) fuel 

than is now available at our local gas pumps.  High-

performance engines with high compression ratioôs 

(10.5 to 1, sometimes higher) demand high-octane 

premium gasoline.  Using a lower octane rating than 

is required by the engine often reduces power, effi-

ciency and causes the dreaded pre-ignition knock 

which in effect is like taking a hammer and striking 

the top of the piston. 

 

The ethanol (ethyl alcohol) now being added to gaso-

line, as an alternative fuel source, is not good news for 

our antique automobiles.  Besides the fact that ethanol 

is extremely expensive to produce and takes approxi-

mately 20% of all of our nations corn (food source) 

supply; ethanol in our engines has a much lower BTU 

rating and is also hygroscopic which means it absorbs 

and attracts moisture.  When we leave our tanks full, 

letting them sit, we end up with contaminated fuel due 

to the amount of moisture being collected.  On our 

antique cars it can also hasten fuel injection failures 

because many of the older systems will actually oxi-

dize/rust with 15% (advertised) ethanol.  The marine 

industry was affected especially hard because ethanol 

is absolutely toxic to outboard engines.  In addition it 

exacerbated the moisture issue with marine fuel tanks; 

hence most marinas now sell ethanol free fuel.    

 

I have watched gasoline prices fluctuate for the last 

few months and I am left wondering where this will 

all end.   As a daily 90+ mile round trip commuter and 

a lover of all of our club tours; the price of gasoline is 

exceptionally important to me.  Iôve seen $2.88 a gal-

lon for premium in Okeechobee to $3.53 a gallon in 

D.C. this past week.  We have heard about the oil spill 

in the gulf and we have heard about global warming.  

We have heard that ethanol leaves a smaller carbon 

footprint than gasoline but are we prepared to possibly 

damage our automobiles?  Whatever we believe, 

whatever our opinions, the bottom line is the price of 

(and access to) gasoline holds the secret to turning the 

key on our antique automobiles. 

 

Unfortunately - I have no answers, just comments!
